3. Points of Discussion 
Mr. Avik Bhattacharya, Director, Boeing India on behalf of Co-chair Industry kicked- off the ACP Board meeting. He welcomed the ACP members present / participating through teleconferencing in the Board meeting and welcomed Mr. Henry Steingass, Regional Director - TDA, for participating in this meeting. This meeting is organized for one-to-one meeting / interaction with USTDA HOD as well as listen the view of USTDA about ACP-India activities. After briefing to the members, he invited Mr. Henry to interact with ACP members.

Mr. Henry welcomed the ACP members and put –up his point of concern i.e. in FY 2012 no projects were submitted to USTDA for desk study though ACP-India is functioning very well. He further emphasized that  members has come out with various proposal in the different fields but still has not yet put in the process to submit to USTDA. Those projects are

1. Airport GIS Pilot project -    HiTec

2. Airport Operational Assessment on overall capacity assessment of the airports with the help of software simulation                     - Jeppesen
3. RNP-AR Pilot Project   -  GE
 He further raised the point of concern about non-finalization of Ground Based Augmentation Systems (GBAS) Contact Agreement though grant offer letter was offered to AAI some two year back but still the hardware Contracts are under discussion only but he was fully satisfied with progress made by ATFM project approval process in AAI.  
He discussed on “General Aviation: Growth, Opportunities and Challenges” seminar held on Feb 9, 2012 in New Delhi. This seminar was organized by Indo-American Chamber of Commerce (IACC) and supported by US-India Aviation Cooperation Program (ACP).  He has shown keen interest to know about the outcome of this seminar. The outcome of this seminar briefed to him as follows. 

1. Minister of Civil Aviation made a point of discussion on the subject and informed to the  

parliament on General Aviation. 
     2. DGCA has opened new directorate to deal with only General Aviation.

     3. DIAL has declared third runway for GA and Cargo operation only

He further opened the topic of discussion on “Security Seminar” which will be held in New Delhi in the month of Feb/ March 2013. He informed to the ACP members that this point was discussed with Secretary, Ministry of Civil Aviation, Dr. Zaidi. Dr. Zaidi has shown keen interest on the proposed seminar and suggested that invite neibouring country of India excluding Pakistan for this program.
Mr. Palash Roy Chowdhaury, Managing Director-India was invited to put up his view on proposal. The proposal is “A comprehensive vision paper in collaboration with the ministries of civil aviation, defense, tourism, infrastructure, environment and commerce along with ACP member companies” is the need of the hour. It will have far reaching effect on the industry in India and ACP will be credited for championing this cause. He thinks that such a paper will cost around $100K to prepare which can be partly funded by the ACP members and the USTDA.

Mr. Pritam Bhavnani, President Honeywell Aerospace-India was invited to put up his view on the proposal. The Honeywell proposed project is “Decongesting Indian Skies” and would focus on decongestion at major Indian airports, including ATM modernization in India. This project will address the following issues i.e. Ascertain gaps, Establish procedural improvements, Expedite current/ future projects, Enhance technological support, Ideas from other ACP member companies and set of recommendations across processes, technologies, etc.

Honeywell would also like to involve other ACP members with an interest/ stake in the topic. Finally, we would present a set of recommendations to the Govt. of India via the ACP. One of the key goals of the project would be to influence AAI to expedite some current projects and implement some of the additional recommendations in 2013, especially those that are on low/medium scale on time to implement and cost.

Mr. Pawan Maini, Managing Director, CH2M Hill was invited to put up his view and he brief about Airports Authority of India (AAI) tender notice “Expressions of Interest (EOI) for Appointment of Consultant for Preparation of a National Register to Make a Comprehensive Records of All Airports/Airstrips in India”. He described that this document will help the US company to look for export potential in the different areas of Airport infrastructure development in India.
Mr. Yash Kansal, Country Director –India, Oshkosh was invited to put up his view on the proposed ACP projects for the year 2012-13. He emphasized more on the “India Aviation Emergency Management Orientation Visit” to US and also proposed to add more number of company / Govt. agencies using the fire safety equipment. This will help to the company for demonstrating the technology at the user site as well as manufacturing site.
Mr. Debayan Sen, Sr. Consultant, L & B was invited to brief about the progress of project which is under discussion with MIAL. He informed that the project is under discussion and TOR of the project will be finalized shortly.
Mr. Piyush Joshi, Director –Technical Programs, Hi Tec was invited to brief about the ACP project which is under process. He has briefed about the AGIS project and requested Regional Director, USTDA to intervene the matter as FAA has withdrawn the support for this program. He informed to the ACP Board as well members that Hi-Tec has invested huge amount to make AAI to understand the concept and agree to the proposal. In this juncture, it is difficult for company like Hi-Tec to absorb the cost which has incurred during preparation of TOR of the project.  
Mr. Avik Bhattacharya, Director Boeing India was invited on behalf of Jeppesen to brief about the project which is under process. He informed that some of questions not yet answered by AAI. We are hoping to get the answer shortly from AAI and same will be forwarded to USTDA for further course of action. 
Mr. Shohinder Singh, Regional Marketing Director, GE was invited to brief about the project which is under preparation. The TOR has been finalized and proposal under preparation for submission to USTDA. 

Mr. Lex Den Herder, Vice President – Government and Industry Affairs, Universal Weather was invited to brief about the proposed ACP projects. In opening discussion, he appreciated the effort made by IACC and ACP jointly conducting the seminar on General Aviation in Feb 2012. This seminar was timely organized and also attracted the attention of Govt. of  India. This type of seminar or interactive sessions with Government shall be organized on regular interval.
